ANNOUNCEMENT FOR GRADUATE STUDENTS OF SOCIOLOGY
The 2009 Oliver C. Cox Graduate Student Paper Competition*
Sponsored by the Missouri Sociological Association (MSA)
Contest Rules:
1. The competition is open to graduate students who have written a paper between Fall, 2008 and the contest deadline (October 2, 2009), while enrolled in a graduate program in any Missouri university. Graduate students from other states and from foreign countries who are members of the Missouri Sociological Association are also eligible.
2. The faculty sponsor should prepare an accompanying cover letter including the faculty member's name, telephone number, mailing address, and e-mail address.
3. Papers must be no longer than 20 double-spaced pages in length, not counting the cover sheet, an abstract, tables, figures, and references. Papers may deal with any topic in sociology, whether a theoretical analysis, an empirical study, an ethnography, or a critical review of a body of literature. Papers in social and/or cultural anthropology are eligible for consideration. Any standard footnoting method is acceptable as long as used consistently.
4. The name and institutional affiliation of the author must not appear on the pages of the text. The title of the paper, however, must be repeated at the top of the first page of the text.
5. Three copies of each paper must be received by October 2, 2008. The paper should be sent "First Class" or "Priority Mail" to Professor Vicky Herbel, St. Charles Community College, 4601 Mid Rivers Mall Drive, Cottleville, MO 63376.  You can also send it as a word document along with the cover letter and letter from the faculty sponsor via e-mail to vherbel@stchas.edu or visit the MSA website http://cssppr.smsu.edu/msa/ for more information. Please include contact information for the student as well as for the faculty sponsor.
6. Papers may be co-authored by students, by not by students and faculty.
7.  A prize of $100 will be awarded to the best paper.  Awards will be presented at the 2008 MSA Annual Meeting.  Students receiving awards are expected to attend both days of the meeting and present their paper.
8. Papers will not be returned; all participants will be notified of the results.
9. The Judging Committee reserves the right to make awards in each or none of the categories, depending upon how the papers meet the competition requirements. Winners will be announced at the Annual meeting and the winning papers will be posted on the website of MSA's official journal, the Missouri Electronic Journal of Sociology.
